Choices for Life Teacher’s Guide

This program provides fun activities for the
classroom and explores an array of health and
safety issues at home, school, work and play. It
was developed with a specific vision in mind: to
help youth acquire the skills to make safe choices
in life and to gain an understanding that accidents
can be prevented. Activities are linked to various
curriculum outcomes. (Grades K to 12)

Work Smart Work Safe CD Rom

This interactive CD Rom allows students to
independently guide themselves through important
job safety facts. Mini video clips, colourful images,
testimonials from young injured workers and
comprehensive information that all youth should
know before entering the workplace are part of
this package. A student guidebook and reflective
questions are included.

The video presents four young workers who
suffered serious workplace accidents. Their stories
and the dramatic recreation of each accident tell
how their lives have been forever altered.
(Grades 9 to 12)

Are You In Danger Video

Created by Canada's Youth Employment Strategy
(HRDC), this video portrays the stories of two
Canadian young worker injury survivors and
highlights the importance of health and safety in
the workplace. (Grades 8 to 12)

Things You'd Better Know Video

This video reviews principal workplace health and
safety facts, safe decision-making, rights and
responsibilities, job safety skills and personal
experiences of young injured workers.

(Grades 8 to 12)

The Winning Label Video

A great way to introduce basic WHMIS concepts
in the classroom! This animated story features a
"race" where recognition of WHMIS symbols and
safe handling of hazardous products are key to
crossing the finish line. (Grades 8 to 12)

Spot the Injured Worker Poster

This colourful poster provides a visual link to the
vast number of youth injured on the job in NB
every year and reinforces the message that young
workers are not shielded from accidents.
(Grades 8 to 12)

Safety Slogan Posters

Fifteen different posters are available and promote
safe use of machines and equipment, back safety,
WHMIS, hazard identification and safe behaviours.
(Grades 6 to 12)

Young Injured Worker Poster

Featured in this poster is Candace, a New Brunswick
youth who lost part of her leg as result of a
workplace accident. It is a striking visual reminder
of the seriousness of accidents and the importance
of job safety. (Grades 7 to 12)

Find the Hazards Posters

Various scenes and their hazards are depicted in
these posters. Students can locate the hazards,
followed by a discussion of the importance that
hazard identification plays in the prevention of
accidents. (Grades K to 12)

Health & Safety Workshops

Free information sessions are available for teachers
to receive resources and user-friendly activities for
incorporating health and safety into daily classroom
instruction. Connections will be made with the various
subject curriculum outcomes, from K to 12.

Safety Start Program

This popular program provides youth aged 15 to
29 with 2 days of FREE training in occupational
health and safety and emergency first aid. Participants
receive a Health & Safety Passport to log all health
and safety related training.
